What makes this image so

extraordinary is that itôsthe only

photo we have of the Earth from

space taken when the Sun was

directly behind the spacecraft.

Just as eclipses of the Sun occur

only on those rare occasions

when the Earth and the Sun and

the Moon are positioned along a

straight line.

This was the only time during the

four-year series of Apollo missions

when the Sun was lined up almost

directly behind the Moon while the

spacecraft was making its journey.

The point , as illustrated by this

graph is simple and powerful:

It took more than 10,000

generations for the human

population to reach 2 billion.

Then it began to rocket upward

from 2 billion to 9 billion in the

course of a single lifetime: ours .

We have a moral obligation to

take into account this dramatic

change in terms of the

relationship between our species

and the planet.
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This rapid population rise drive demand

for food , water , and energy-and for all

our natural resources. It puts enormous

pressure on Vulnerable areas like

forests-particularly the rain forests of the

tropics.

Most of the increase in population is in

developing nations where most of the

worldôspoverty is concentrated. And

most of the increase is in cities.
